A 20 year history has
provided quite a few sto-
ries for Carrie Endless
to tell. Brian and Carrie
Endless were on staff at
another Model UN con-
ference when they felt
that they had exhausted
all of the opportunities
that the particular con-
ference could provide
them. They decided to
develop a new confer-
ence that was techno-
logically advanced and
would be a change of
pace for them. Brian and
Carrie achieved this by
creating one of the first
conferences to have a
website, their own do-
main, and online regis-
tration.

Planning  the  first
AMUN overlapped with
the planning of their
wedding. Carrie re-
called, “We spent more
time on the conference

than we did on our wed-
ding.” They also planned
the births of both of their
children around the con-
ferences.

The first AMUN confer-
ence consisted of
seventeen staff
members and
two hundred and
fifty representa-
tives. Currently,
the  Secretariat ‘
alone has a staff g™
of 100.

As the confer-
ence has grown,
they have been
forced to change
venues. Five ho-
tels have been
the site of the
AMUN confer-
ence; the first was the
McCormick Hotel, which
was  promptly  torn
down a year later. Dis-
tinguished guests have
been gracious enough
to speak to eager col-
lege students, beginning
with the Hon. Sen.

OPTIMISM IN FIRST COMMITTEE

The First Committee ex-
ploded in a flurry of activity
Monday morning as four
draft resolutions made it to
the floor for official debate.
Last night there was a pal-
pable sense of frustration
with the lack of perceived
progress.  Representative
Greg LaRocca of Liberia
summed up the feelings of
many people as he returned
to the room with his com-
puter just in time to hear yet
another motion to break for
caucusing pass. “Only about
a quarter of the time we've
been here has been in floor
session,” he said. “The rest
has been all caucus.”

However, the new day
brought a more optimistic
mood to the committee.

According to Representa-
tive Ashton Gelat of Portu-
gal, “Today has been a lot
more productive, although I
doubt we're going to get to
the second topic. But we've
finally had some really good
substantive debate, there
was a difficult division of
the question we voted on,
and delegates have been us-
ing a lot more motions. I feel
like this is a great way for
people to learn now.”

The resolutions on the
floor include measures to
reaffirm previous UN ac-
tions, redefine “small arms
and light weapons,” encour-
age great regional coopera-
tion, increase the amount of
funding dedicated to arms
stockpile management, and
full implementation of the
Programme of Action.

RESOLUTIONS PASS THIRD COMMITTEE

Representatives of the
Third Committee have
been hard at work pro-
ducing a total of 11 draft
resolutions between the
two issues of People’s
Rights to Self Determi-
nation and the Situation
of Women in Rural Ar-
eas.

“l want to recognize
the hard work this
body and the Dais have
been doing,” said Rima
Gungor, Rapporteur of
the Third Committee.
“We’ve gotten a lot of
work done.”

Two resolutions have
been passed regarding
women’s situations in
rural areas. Resolution

GA 3rd/1I/2 authored
by Chad and the Czech
Republic passed with a
vote of 50/26/25. Reso-
lution GA 3rd/Il/4 au-
thored by Italy, Canada,
China, the United King-
dom, the United States
of America, France,
Germany and Brazil
passed with a vote of
64/33/24.

“We are proud that the
delegation came togeth-
er and passed our reso-
lution,” said Represen-
tative Jeffrey Maeder of
Canada.

The committee has re-
cently voted to move
forward and is current-
ly discussing the Issue
of People’s Rights to
Self-Determination.

WORLD FOOD PROGRAMME
HUNGRY FOR PROGRESS

In the World Food
Programme, the first
draft of a report on
food procurement in
developing countries
became hotly con-
tested. Thirty minutes
before the report was
due to the General As-
sembly Plenary, a rep-
resentative of Saudi
Arabia moved to close
debate on WFP/1/3,
replacing WFP/I/1 in
the report. The Repre-
sentative of Saudi Ara-
bia said that because
the resolution had
been in informal dis-
cussion for two days
while it was being
written, further discus-
sion was unnecessary.
Expressing support for
the resolution on other
grounds, the Repre-
sentative of Brazil
said that the resolu-
tion’s relevancy to the
report is inarguable.
“The World Trade Or-
ganization and the
trade policy review
mechanism have a def-
inite correlation with
food procurement in
developing countries,”
said  Representative
Elizabeth Martinez of
Brazil.

Representative She-
hzad Merchant of
Spain disagreed.

“They asked for review
to come twice a year as
opposed to once every

two years. We have
the right to protect our
farmers even though
we have to take care of
the world,” said Rep-
resentative Merchant.
“This is not something
we need to talk about
in this committee.
This is something that
should be talked about
in a different commit-
tee at another time.”

Representative Whit-
ney Ehresman of El
Salvador said the re-
port still needed input
from other nations,
and that it was irre-
sponsible to include
the resolution without
more discussion. She
said that not complet-
ing the first draft of
the report would mean
the committee failed
to complete its work.

Subject: Resolution on the Iranian Nuclear Program

The Security Council has passed a resolution by con-
sensus on the topic of the Iranian Nuclear Program.
This resolution had the full support of the P-5 Nations
as well as the nation of Iran. We would like to thank
the delegations of France, the United Kingdom, China,
Vietnam, Turkey, Austria, the United States, the Rus-
sian Federation, and all other nations involved is tak-
ing the extra time to draft this resolution. We would
like to give special thanks to the delegation from Iran
for joining us and working to make this solution pos-
sible.

The resolution creates a Work-Share Cooperative
where Iran can work with chosen P-5 nuclear powers
through a scientist exchange that allows P-5 scientists
to work in Iranian nuclear facilities and Iranian scien-
tists to work in the facilities of those a part of the Coop-
erative. This will foster community and education for
Iran and participating nations within the international
community.

This Cooperative will begin when certain sanctions
related to the Nuclear Program dealing with finance
and travel are lifted after Iran accepts the 3.1 Modi-
fied Code of the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty. If
Iran chooses not to comply, the Cooperative would not
commence and further sanctions would be added.

We hope this great compromise will lead toward soli-
darity for Iran and the international community and
promote peaceful relations and prosperity for all in-
volved.

From: Italy
Subject: The Illicit Trade in Small Arms and Light Weap-
ons in All its Aspects

After much debate, the First Committee has passed
resolution GAlst/1/5 by a strong majority which calls
upon member states to utilize International Tracing
Instruments in order to deal with the substantial prob-
lems of SALWs, to prevent the accumulation of SALWs
within member states, and to promote cooperation with
Interpol and other organizations by monitoring all ship-
ments across borders. This resolution also recommends
the UNODA to provide monetary and technological aid
to states as deemed necessary for seeking SALWs. It
also enables to UNODA to oversee the legislation imple-
mented by member states on a voluntary basis to ensure
progress within each state in their reduction in the illicit
trade of SALWs, to create a panel of experts which will
address key challenges, and to create a list of goals to
achieve through multilateral cooperation with the UN.
The representatives from Italy, one of the contributors
of the resolution, feel this is a great stride in progress to-
wards combating the illicit trade in small arms and light
weapons in all its aspects. They believe this resolution
will not only work towards combating the illicit trade in
SALWs, but will also hold member states more account-
able in their arm shipments.

In the Sunday night ses-
sion of the ECA, delegations
passed four of the six reso-
lutions that were in draft
stages. In addition to the aid
volatility and infrastructure
draft resolutions that were
passed, two more passed re-
garding microfincances and
regional trade.

Most representatives in
the ECA seemed relieved to
have moved on to their sec-
ond topic, the Millennium
Development Goals (MDG);
however, the delegation of
Zimbabwe was very reluc-
tant to move on from Reso-
lution ECA/1/6 which was
tabled last night. A motion
to move back to the first
topic in order to re-open this

issue was voted down.
During the morning ses-
sion, the ECA passed Reso-
lution ECA/II/1 by a vote
of consensus with two ab-
stentions.  This resolution
focused on the first MDG
which aims to “eradicate ex-
treme poverty and hunger.”
The delegations of Ghana
and Chad had problems
with an operative clause
regarding the International
Monetary Fund’snew Heav-
ily Indebted Poor Countries
initiative, or HIPC. Repre-
sentative Ariel Sim of Ghana
stated that “Ghanais wary of
endorsing an organization
that has had historical nega-
tive effects on developing
countries.” The resolution
passed despite this issue.

The Representatives of
Iran adamantly defended the
position of developing nu-
clear energy stating, “We are
not opposed to the develop-
ment of alternative forms of
energy but due to our current
economic  situation nuclear
energy is the most feasible
source of energy for our de-
velopment.”

The Representatives of Iran
thanked the Security Council
for allowing them a platform

The resolution calls for the
creation of a Work-Share
Cooperative for  nuclear
programs that create energy
cooperatives between  the
Islamic Republic of Iran and
any of the following member
states: France, Russia, China,
the United Kingdom, and the
United States.

Some of the goals of the
Work-Share ~ Cooperative
include producing greater
transparency of the Iranian
Nuclear Program and foster-
ing cooperation among na-
tions seeking peaceful nuclear
development.

The International Court
of Justice gathered Sunday
evening to discuss the case
of Nicaragua v. Colombia at
the Joliet room. The advo-
cate of Nicaragua presented

cate for Colombia strongly
refused the facts and states
that in 1913, Nicaragua for
the first time laid the claim
to certain islands in the San
Andres Archipelago, after
lengthy negotiations, the
Treaty of 1928 along with

his speech first and claimed
that the Barcenas-Esguerra
Treaty, which the Repub-
lic of Colombia bases its
territorial claims upon, is
invalid under international
law and customs. Thus, Co-
lombia would have no legal
justification for its claim.

Also, Nicaragua reclaims
the territory consequences
that Nicaragua was forced
to give under coercive con-
ditions.

The advocate for Colombia
pointed that the Colombia
has had peaceful and con-
tinuous sovereignty over
the San Andreas Archipel-
ago and the Corn Islands
until the Sandinista Move-
ment in 1979.

A PUSH FOR PEACE IN THE HSC

The Monday morning
session started with an
early press conference
called by the United
Arab Republic delega-
tion of the Historical
Security Council on the
issue of promoting a
non-aggression treaty
between United States
and Cuba.

Controversy arose as
the United States was
absent from the meet-
ing. Representative
Janon Khaja of the Unit-
ed States explained that
they were not officially
invited for the press
conference, and it was
undiplomatic to pre-
sume that the United
States would attend a
press conference.
Representative Khaja
said that she informally
knew that the council
members were plan-

ning on an unofficial
discussion but was not
approached with the
agenda.

When questioned on
the subject of the press
conference, Represen-
tative Ben Verhulst of
the United Arab Repub-
lic explained that it is
a “prerequisite” peace
agreement for peace
talks and regrets the
miscommunication that
occurred with the Unit-
ed States delegation.
Representative ~ Matt
Ross of Cuba expressed
surprise at the actions
of the United States and
stated that the United
States was more con-
cerned with reserving
the potential for aggres-
sive action. Representa-
tive Ross also desires
the Security Council
to provide more sover-
eignty to Cuba as an in-
dependent state.
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
